Departure/Arrival

27 November 2025 5.45am Arrive at school. Please drive through the school gates and turn
immediately right, parking in car park 1 (yellow car park) so that the coaches have full access
arriving and departing Please be punctual, we must depart on time.

1 December 2025 10.15pm Parents/ Carers arrive at school. Please drive through the school
gates and turn immediately right, parking in car park 1 (yellow car park) so that the coaches have
full access arriving and departing. This time may change, so please monitor messages from your
child during the evening and our social media pages. Staff and students will be very tired, so
please arrive punctually for collection.

All students are expected to attend school as normal on Tuesday 2 December 2025.

Each student is allowed one piece of hand luggage (55x40x20cm, max 10kg) and one case for
the aircraft hold (max 23kg).

If your child requires prescribed or non-prescribed medicines whilst on the trip these must be
handed in advance to highlighted staff. Please pass on all medication in Year 9 to Miss Lang,
Year 10 to Mr Taylor in named/ sealed bags.
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As previously discussed, students will be in single sex rooms and buildings. As much as possible,
we have tried to accommodate student rooming preferences. Students will be informed of their
room allocation on arrival. We understand we have sole occupancy of the hotel.
