This programme is already in place; however, we are currently auditing 

who meets the criteria to ensure that the right students receive the appropriate support. The 

programme is designed to help students balance their training and competition schedules with 

their studies, enabling them to thrive in both areas. 

Criteria for Inclusion 

Students may be considered for the Elite Sports Programme if they meet one or more of the 

following criteria: 

• Compete at County level or above in their chosen sport 

• Are part of an elite coaching academy set-up (including satellite training sessions) 

• Have day release from school for training or competition 

• Commit to training beyond local league expectations (before or after school) 

• Have significant travel requirements for training and competitions 

• Attend competitions or training that require time out of school 

• Participate in residential trips or training camps
