We are pleased to announce that, as part of our career guidance and advice programme, we
are launching Work Experience for students when they are in Year 10. Work Experience is a
valuable aspect of education that provides students with the chance to gain practical skills,
explore potential career paths, and develop a deeper understanding of the professional world.
The placements will take place from Monday 12 October to Friday 23 October 2026.

We will be working with the Education Business Partnership (EBP) to organise the placements
for our students. They have over 20 years’ experience of connecting schools and businesses,
and they will be hosting an information evening for you on Wednesday 4 March from 6.00pm
to 6.30pm.

This evening will provide you with information on how the process will work and how EBP will be
supporting your child to find a work placement.

The fee for Work Experience will be £44 per student. This covers the cost of sourcing the
placements, carrying out health and safety checks, and all insurance fees, which are all
provided by EBP. This fee can be paid in three instalments via Scopay:

e £15 due by 1 May 2026
e £14 due by 1 June 2026
